"The Iroquois, situated along the Huron and the Isle d'Orléans, had massacred several French
families and taken several prisoners. One of these captives was Jeanne Baillargeon, a nine-year-
old girl. She was taken to their lands, and remained nearly 9 years! She learned the customs of
these savages, and she resolved to spend the rest of her life with them. When Marquis
(Alexandre de Prouville) de Tracy required the Iroquois to surrender all the French that they
were holding captive, she withdrew into the woods, fearing to return to her country.

She is this one | was
talking about (ed. note: apparently the vision in the woods), and she had the same habit.” - letters
of Mother Mary of the Incarnation to the Ursulines de Tours."
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
